9 Monthly foliar fertiliser application on fairways (16/7)

BUNKERS

9 Regular, ongoing bunker maintenance.
9 Full audit and repair work to be done in August. All sand depths will be checked, sand
added where required and matting removed, repaired or replaced in some bunkers.



MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS

1 Trimming of fox tails and lomandra’s in mulch beds. Mulching areas where needed.

Ongoing tree maintenance such as trimming of limbs and raising of canopies
eg. right side of 17%" green, left side of 5" fairway

Irrigation audit to assess efficiency and functionality of all heads. Identifying repair
work and raising and lowering of heads where needed.
